An alumnus of the conservatories of Vienna, Weimar, and Trinity College Dublin, London-born conductor George Jackson came to international attention after making his Vienna Musikverein debut with the ORF Radio Symphony

Orchestra in June 2013.

He was Assistant Conductor of the Savannah Philharmonic, which he regularly guest conducts, and made his Vienna Konzerthaus debut with Ensemble Platypus. George has worked on opera productions across Europe, most recently at the State Operas of Vienna and Bavaria.
He has also conducted the London Symphony Orchestra, BBC Scottish Symphony Orchestra, Swedish Radio Symphony Orchestra and the “George Enescu” Philharmonic.
