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VIRTUOSO CHLOE PLAYS WITH KENT COUNTY YOUTH ORCHESTRA
Plus violin masterclass for students and classical music enthusiasts
The cream of Kent’s young musicians will perform with 26-year-old internationally-acclaimed violinist Chloë Hanslip at Kent County Youth Orchestra’s Summer Concert on August 30. 
As part of her visit, Chloe Hanslip will be giving a public masterclass for young violinists in the county the evening before the concert.
London-born conductor George Jackson makes his KCYO debut, presenting a programme of popular classics with the theme East Meets West, featuring the works of some of Russia and America’s finest composers.
The east-west programme includes Fanfare for the Common Man by Copland; the Overture from Carlos Breugnon by Kabalevsky; the Violin Concerto by Barber; and the Symphonic Dances by Rachmaninov.
Tickets for the concert at 7.30pm on Saturday, August 30 at Mote Hall, Maidstone Leisure Centre, are £16.50, £14.50 and £6.50 and are available from the Gulbenkian box office on 01227 769075 and www.thegulbenkian.co.uk. Concert-goers who also wish to attend the masterclass, to be held at Ashford School on Friday August 29, pay a combined ticket price of £20.50, £18.50 and £10.50 (masterclass admission is by combination ticket only).
A child prodigy, Chloë Hanslip began playing the violin at the age of two, performed solo at the Purcell Room when she was four and, by the age of 10, had performed in all Europe’s major concert halls. At 13, she was the youngest recording artist to be signed to Warner Classics UK, recording an album with the London Symphony Orchestra.

Now 26, Chloë has firmly established herself as an artist of distinction on the international stage. She already has an impressive recording catalogue, has worked with many leading conductors and won many awards, including Young British Classical Performer at the Classical BRITS.
Chloë plays a 1737 Guarneri del Gesu violin, combining a repertoire of classic violin concertos with contemporary works by Adams, Glass, Corigliano, Nyman, Brett Dean and York Bowen.
