The concert is the culmination of five days of learning and rehearsal at Sutton Valence School, near Maidstone. Three times a year, during the school holidays, the orchestra’s 50 members, aged 13 to 19, unite for a five-day residential course at venues across the county to play together under the direction of top-class teachers and conductors.

The Kent Youth Wind Orchestra covers a range of wind and percussion instruments and is particularly keen to recruit French horn and bassoon players.

Many members of KYWO go on to work in professional orchestras, further education or other music-related professions such as broadcasting, teaching and concert promotion.
