Peter Bolton, chief executive of Kent Music, said: “Music Core was created by Kent Music as a way to give young people a major role in planning and decision-making and to have more involvement in shaping the musical landscape in West Kent.
 
 “Panel members are learning important and transferable organisational skills, while young bands have the chance to play in a nationally-recognised venue in front of their own peer group. Music Core also plans to encourage a wider range of young people to experience new music and to take part in workshops.”
The Music Core panel meets each month at Tunbridge Wells Grammar School for Boys. Membership is open to 11 to 19-year-olds who have an interest in music but not confined to those who play an instrument.
