Participants are coached by professional creative music tutors and encouraged to improvise and contribute their own musical ideas, as well as enjoying the opportunity to experience playing as an orchestra. As some of the original participants are now 18 but still want to take part, Kent Music has introduced a volunteer and trainee programme so that their musical journey can continue.
