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YOUNG MAKE NEW MUSIC INSPIRED BY TECHNOLOGICAL CHANGES
Technology will be at the core of Kent Music’s Orchestra ONE Project 14 course in which young people will be given the challenge of composing original music over a period of four days and performing it in a concert for family and friends.
Orchestra ONE Project 14 will be held at the Cornwallis Academy, Hubbards Road, Maidstone, on Monday 1 August, Tuesday 2 August, Thursday 4 August and Friday 5 August, culminating with an evening concert on the final day.

Orchestra ONE workshops encourage young people of all abilities to create and perform their own original music, mixing up classically-trained players with self-taught rock guitarists, rappers, percussionists and computer musicians.
Manager Sue Marlow said: “The theme will be technology in a general sense, looking at the impact it has had on our lives, from the industrial revolution to today’s digital technology. We will be thinking about how technology is a tool which can be used for good or bad and exploring how music technology can be used to develop musical ideas and play a part in the main ensemble.”
Project 14 will be led by Russ Callaghan-Grooms, supported by a group of tutors with a variety of instrumental and singing skills. Russ is a multi-instrumentalist, music technologist and producer who has worked with a wide range of artists over the past 20 years, both touring and recording. He has been Musical Director for a number of youth and adult music projects, including ‘Heritage of the Blues’ and ‘Blues Cafe’ for the Deal Festival; REMIX in Harrietsham, Kent; and Live in the Park, in Northfleet.
The course is free to join and open to young people, aged 8 to 18, from across Kent. All musical styles, instruments and levels of ability are welcome and workshops are free with no audition necessary. 
The music education initiative is run by Kent Music, supported by Kent County Council, and the Cornwallis Academy.
