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SOUNDHUB GIVES YOUNG SINGERS A SPORTING CHANCE
More than 2,000 children in Kent will exercise their vocal cords alongside professional musicians in an exciting music education project called Sporting Chance.
Funded by Soundhub, the music education hub for Kent, in association with the John Armitage Memorial (JAM), Sporting Chance is a unique fusion of music and sport.
Peter Bolton, chief executive of Soundhub, said: “Soundhub was created to fund innovative and inspiring projects like this which introduce children across Kent to styles of music they may not have heard before and to give them a chance to take part.”

Onyx Brass ensemble will visit nine schools in Romney Marsh, Hythe and Folkestone to take children through an entertaining workshop day. Sporting Chance is based on a specially-written piece of music in which each movement describes a different sporting discipline, including sprinting trumpets, a soccer rap and an ice skating trombone.

Teachers are provided with songsheets, music and a CD guide to help them rehearse the work before animateur Ula Weber visits each school to fine-tune their choir’s performance.
Schools will then come together in two group concerts with Onyx Brass at venues in Hythe and Folkestone, for parents and the general public. The Romney Marsh children will travel to the concert on a specially-chartered train on the Romney, Hythe and Dymchurch railway.
Soundhub’s Mark Mortimer, hub leader for Ashford and Shepway, said: “This is a very exciting project combining the distinctive sound of brass with young voices, inspired by a sporting theme. It’s a chance for children to learn and rehearse with professional musicians to work towards what are sure to be two memorable concerts in the heart of the community.”
