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SOUNDHUB BRINGS SWALE SCHOOLS TOGETHER
Soundhub, the music education hub for Kent, is supporting a pioneering project this autumn which is helping Swale school students of all ages make music together.
Schools in the area have been given the chance to take part in group sessions in singing, wind instruments and orchestral playing, leading up to a winter concert to be held in December.
Soundhub chief executive Peter Bolton said: “Individual schools might not have enough singers or players of certain instruments to form their own ensembles. This project gives children the chance to team up with musicians from other schools and play as a large group.”
Teachers Graeme Bowden, Catherine Buczak, Rebecca Beney and Pippa Arden are leading the sessions at Fulston Manor School and Highsted Grammar School.

The Swale Schools Music Ensembles include a wind band, a samba band, a schools choir and a schools orchestra and there are plans to set up a rock band from January 2014.
Each ensemble meets on Friday evenings twice a term to rehearse material for an end-of-term concert in which they all perform. The Swale Schools Music Programme is open to students from all Swale primary, junior and secondary schools and it is free to take part.
